Visit the First State Heritage Park Visitor Center!  A costumed guide will walk you to 
The Green, Dover’s nationally recognized historic spot, and weave tales of patriots, 
poisonings and suffragettes. 
 
Americana is alive in Dover!  Biggs Museum of American Art offers 14 galleries of 
silver, furniture, painting and decorative arts from Delaware Valley artisans. 
 
The Johnson Victrola Museum holds one of the most complete collections of Victrola’s.  
Learn about the history of recorded sound, innovation, chance and timing. 
 
Visit the Air Mobility Command Museum located at the Dover Air Force Base.  This 
expansive facility offers the chance to climb inside a C-133 airplane, experience flight 
simulators, see a WWII bomber complete with nose art and more! 
 
Day 2: 
Explore nature!  Bombay Hook National Wildlife Refuge is a 15,000 acre delight of 
waterfowl and shorebirds off the Rt. 9 Scenic Byway. Follow the auto tour and stop at 
various lookouts along the way for pictures or hiking.  
 
Antique patrol vehicles are on display at the Delaware State Police Museum!  Learn 
about advances in crime scene investigation and crime solving techonology.
