the power of procurement. In the past, viable leads would have been lost if the venues did not
work together to secure the right fit for the event. This collaborative effort resulted in the
generation of over 140 sales leads.”

“With 8 million annual visitors and 38,000 employees affiliated with the Tourism industry,
Tourism is big business in Delaware,” said Alan Levin, Director of the Delaware Economic
Development Office. “Currently a 1.5 billion dollar business, this team is positioned to attract
significant tourism traffic to Delaware and make a positive economic impact.”
